I would like to thank all of my colleagues who supported this 
resolution and who helped to remind the world of the stand for liberty taken on April 6 – almost 
seven hundred years ago – in Arbroath, Scotland:  A call for liberty which still echoes through our 
history and the history of many nations across the globe. I believe April 6th can serve as a day to 
recognize those nations that have not achieved the principles of freedom which we hold dear. The 
example of the Scotsmen at Arbroath – their courage – their desire for freedom – serves as a beacon
