In Scotland, breakfast, dinner and tea (High Tea) are the three main meals enjoyed daily by many. High
Tea, served between 5-6:00 p.m., combines afternoon tea and the evening meal, and commonly includes
such selections as eggs, fish, cold meats, sandwiches and cakes. Afternoon tea, served at 4:00 p.m., is still

a tradition for some Scots and for many Britons, and may be served with light sandwiches, cake or
chocolate.
